The district lies in the tropical continental climacteric
zone. Average precipitation and temperature are similar
to the other districts in the Brong-Ahafo Region. Figure
4 shows average maximal and minimal temperatures as
well as yearly average precipitation.

Banda has a relatively young population as Figure |
shows, with 63% of the population falling in the age range:
0 to 17 years old.

In terms of religious affiliation of the population, the
majority, marked at 69.4% are Christians followed by
Muslims who account for 20.2%. For more details refer
to Figure 2.

In relation to educational attainment, 74.2% of the adult
population are illiterate. Only 14.6% of the adults made
it to primary school while [1.1% made it further to
secondary school.
